3. Vendor’s display must not interfere with adjacdigplaysin any way. Loudandunseemly noises
will not be permitted. Displays must bdjasted upon the request of Riverfest

4. The Riverfestpersonnelwill have full supervision and authority over all wiring used. Vendors
needing electric must bring their own geator. The generator must be well maintained and quiet.

5. Temporary buildings, tents, trailers and other enclosures must have the prior approval of the
Riverfest These enclosures must fit within the leased spBls.includes overhangs canopies,
doors and hitches!

6. Vendor agrees to hold Riverfest, the TownGifarlestown and the Wellwood Yacht Club, Inc.
harmless from any and all liability arising out of the vendor’s occupancy of the grounds. Riverfest,
the Town ofCharlestown and th&Vellwood Yacht Club, Inc. cannot accept responsibility for
damage or injury to persons or property, including exhibits, during the Riverfest. Riverfesttwill no
be liable for refunds or any other liabilities whatsoever for the failure to fulfill thisracnt
Vendors must abide by all public safety regulations and/or decisions of the representatives of local
fire departments, police departments, or the Riverfest Board of Directors.

7. Food booths are required to display the followihgtealth Certificate; 2) Fire Extinguisher.

8. Propane & Helium tanks must be anchored and secured. PIT BEEF TYPE GRILLS must allow 4
feetClearance from neighbors’ side boundaries.

9. Grease and grease products MUST BE DUMPED IN GREASE DRUMS PROVIDED BY THE
RIVERFEST OR REMOVED FROM THERIVERFESTGROUNDS. Do not dump grease or
grease products in the portable toilets, lavatories or on the gi$L00d00 FINE!

10. All Vendor trash must be hauled to the designated areas each day, or as needed. It is not to be left
in or around trash cans or your booth. This is YOUR responsibility, NOT the Maintenance Crews!

11. Security will be provided during the festival. Thoughuség is provided, Riverfest, The Town of
Charlestown and the Wellwood Yacht Club, Inc. will not be responsible for any loss or damage to
your exhibit or booth.

12. If booth or exhibit must be supplied each day by vehicle, it musbimpleted one (1) houripr
to theopening of theRiverfest Deliveries by vehicle will not be permitted after these timddl.
VEHICLES MUST BE PARKED IN THE DESIGNATED PARKING AREAS.

13. Booth setup can starfriday, September 10, 2016t 6 p.m. through 10 p.m.. On Saturday,
September 11, 20010Setup may begin at 7:00am and must be completed by 10:00am.. On
Sunday, Septembef, 201Q Setup and or restocking of a booth may occur between 7 a.m. and
10 a.m. After such time, streets in the festival area will be closedhane will beno motor



vehicle access to vendor sites after 10am which will be strictly enforced. Festival hours of
operation will begin Saturday, September 11, 2010 at 10 a.m. through the end of the fireworks
display on Saturday evening. On Sunday, Sep&s 12, 2010, the hours of operation will begin

at 10 a.m. through 6 p.m..

14. Any space not occupied by Hm., Saturday September 12 shall forfeited by the Vendor and
the space may be resold assigned by Riverfestithout refund, unless a requdet delayed
occupancy has received pripproval.

15. All vendor’s booths must be attended by a person being eighteen (18) years of age or older, at all
times, during hours of operation of the festival.

16. Booths CANNOT be removed or broken down beforepré on Sinday, September 12

unless previousirrangements are made with thamagement. Please see to it that your area has
been PROPERLY CLEANEW:iith all trash taken to the dumpster.

18. Riverfestreserves the right to rule on any question which is not addressed in this contract without
grief or recourse.Interpretation by th&iverfest Board of all rules is final and binding upon all
vendors.

19. Vendors are required to keep with the overall family oriented theme Blivbeest.

20. This contract cannot be reassigned. Subletting all or part of the space is not permitted.

21. Vendor coordiator makes all final decisions as to what booth spaces each vendor gets assigned.
Requests wiltry to be accommodated whenever possible.
